1760,s Land Activities on the Advocate to Five Islands Shore

1. 2,000 acres granted in 1763 at Cape D’Or to Abel Michener, Michael Michener.  Matthew Shepard, William Forbes, and George Forbes. 

Land transactions recorded at Kentville show that the grant was never divided into sections (the grantees were tenements in common) and that Abel Michener (and his wife Sarah) and Michael Michener (and his wife Freelove) were both living in Falmouth when they sold their shares. 

Page 96 of Esther Clark Wright’s  Planters and Pioneers gives Capt. Abel Michener, m. Sarah  Ch. Michael, Matthew, Rebecca.


Several sources dealing with slavery mention Abel Michener.

2. 2,000 acres granted in 1776 at Partridge Island to Avery, Bacon, and Lockhart. The surveyor’s plan for this grant has the date 10th March 1767 (1769?). Maybe this land at Partridge was initially intended for others.



3. The 20,000 acre 1767 New Philadelphia Grant, between Parrsboro and Five Islands, to Nathan Shappard and others of the City of Philadelphia. Nearly all of this grant was escheated in 1784. Esther Clark Wright located documents for the New Philadelphia Grant at the Pennsylvania Historical Society (Item 28  in the “William Ball Family Papers” See http://www2.hsp.org/collections/manuscripts/0001.htm)


4. The 20,000 acres granted in 1767 at Five Islands to Benjamin Gerrish.
